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“For all of us, I thank
the Humane Society for
stepping in,” she told
Chambers. Jani said
notes of thanks would
be sent to all the volun-
teers.

Chambers said some
volunteers worked as
many as four hours a day
at the shelter. 

“We were taking a lot
of calls for lost and found
pets and keeping the
place clean,” she said.

The humane society
representative also re-
ported that an Exten-
sion-certified master gar-
dener has volunteered to
take care of the shelter’s
lawn and garden area on
a regular basis.

After reading Van-
trump’s June report,

committee member Paul
Trimmer said, “My con-
cern is about the number
of after-hours calls.
We’re just inviting an-
other case of burnout.” 

He said he would like
to see area police officers
and county sheriff’s
deputies assist with the
nighttime and weekend
incidents.

Committee member
Dave Nissen has begun
work on a handbook for
animal shelter employees
and volunteers. He said
he has gathered infor-

mation from neighbor-
ing counties on their an-
imal control policies and
procedures. Nissen said
he hopes to have a hand-
book draft ready for
committee review in Au-
gust.

The committee also
heard a report on devel-
opments for the county’s
comprehensive plan. Bill
Carle, the county board’s
plan chairman, said a
map illustrating county
land uses was reviewed
this month. 

He said other maps
would be examined in
August.

County Board Chair-
man Scott Schwerer
said he recently attend-
ed a mapping demon-
stration at Western
Illinois University.
“There are a lot of
things you can do in
terms of displaying
available public infor-
mation,” he told the
committee.

The Macomb City
Council will find out
Monday night if owners
of the West Jackson
Market are prepared to
sign a right-of-way
agreement. 

If approved by the
council, the agreement
would allow the store
parking lot to extend
about six inches into
Collins Avenue.

Three individuals were
arrested on Thursday
night in relation to mul-
tiple car break-ins at
Cale’s Towing and Sal-
vage on West Jackson
Street.

connaissance or further
bombings were needed.

White, now 88, was just
20 years old when he en-
listed. After traveling
through South America
and Africa, Wayne finally
reached Europe. 

He flew 37 missions
and took photos with a
black-and-white K24
camera. 

White said the air
crews wore electrically
heated suits, because of
the frigid air at 20,000
feet. White recalled the
warmest temperatures
being 19 below zero.

White said he decided,
“I’m just going to write a
bunch of stuff for my

kids. My daughter saw it
and said, ‘Why don’t we
just publish this book?’
So I started to write
more.”

The book’s title, “It
Wasn’t My Time,” reflects
the many near death ex-
periences White had. His
plane almost crashed over
Merrakech, Africa. 

In another instance,
members of his unit
thought he was dead after
the plane he was sched-
uled to fly on went down.
In reality, a change of
plans put him on a dif-
ferent plane - one that
did not crash. He was
also wounded by enemy
flack, losing an index fin-
ger.

White’s book also re-
counts some of the lighter
parts of his service - in-
cluding some stories

about his unit’s dog,
Queenie and spending
free time with other sol-
diers.

“I’ve had a great ex-
perience with [the
book]. It’s been fun. Peo-
ple have called me who
I haven’t seen in years,”
Wayne said.

White received a Pur-
ple Heart, an Air Medal,
and a Distinguished Fly-
ing Cross for his serv-
ice.

White will also have a
book signing at this
year’s Colchester Labor
Day celebration. 

After hearing other
veterans’ stories, White
said, “None of the
younger generation
heard those stories. But
guys just don’t do it.
They never talk about
the war. Well, why not?
If you don’t, how are the
younger generations go-
ing to know?”
